WATER/WASTEWATER RATE ANALYSIS  
VILLAGE OF ORWELL

WATER/WASTEWATER RATE STUDY - We prepared a study of the water-wastewater user charge rates.  The services included the review of the existing rate structure, capital requirements for future construction and the required rate structure to support this program of operation, maintenance, and Capital Requirements.

The Village has a population of approximately 1,400 people.  The Village experienced a 30% growth rate in the last 30 years with an increase of 293 residents.  This necessitated a water rate increase.

We investigated several options for the water rate increase.  The options presented in our report included a user charge increase, funding from other sources than user charges such as Village funds or grants from other agencies.

CITY OF EAST CLEVELAND
WATER/SEWER RATE STUDY -The City of East Cleveland purchases bulk water from the Cleveland Water Department.  We prepared a rate analysis for both their water and sewer departments.  The study relied on a water distribution analysis we had prepared that included a proposed capital improvement program.  We investigated the continuing operating and maintenance cost, unaccounted for water, and future capital improvements.  

The study included an analysis of various rate components, including variations of base to quantity charges, homestead exemptions, and summer use credits.  

CITY OF EUCLID
WATER RATE STUDY - The City of Euclid was embarking on a program of water line replacement/rehabilitation.  A potential source of funding was a water charge added to their present sewer charge.  We prepared a computer analysis of the existing water distribution system to identify areas that would need replacement/rehabilitation.  We used computer modeling by Cybernet for the study.  We prepared a 10 year, $ 15,000,000 capital program for consideration.  The funding was to be via an escalating user charge.  

WASTEWATER RATE ANALYSIS - We performed an evaluation of the existing physical and operation and maintenance practices at the plant as part of a wastewater rate study.  We provided the study to another consultant engaged by the City.  The Euclid wastewater system serves 4 entities outside of the City of Euclid.  We provided an analysis of water metered versus billed, infiltration/inflow, and methods of charging the outside communities.  This study is updated every 2 years by the City.

The asset evaluation of the plant equipment was utilized by their insurance company for rate setting purposes and for future equipment replacement funding.

CITY OF VERMILION

WATER/WASTEWATER RATE ANALYSIS - We prepared a study of the water/wastewater rates for the City.  This was in response to a decline in operating revenue and the need to upgrade both the water and wastewater treatment systems.  The rate projections were for a 5 year period that is to be reviewed each year.  The system improvements were in response to the orders of the Ohio EPA and the new drinking water standards.  The rate study included the sale of water to customers outside the City limits and to Erie County on a bulk basis.
